Agriculture is the art and business of cul�va�ng soil, 
producing crops and raising livestock. According to a 
World Bank report, about two thirds of the world 
popula�on is mainly concentrated in rural areas, which is 
predominantly agriculture-oriented. 

Agriculture helps the na�on in achieving self-sufficiency 
by providing food and other agriculture products. It 
provides employment opportunity to the agricultural as 
well as non-agricultural laborers. It also plays an 
important role in interna�onal business through import 
and export ac�vi�es.

Nevertheless, Agriculture has been very important 
sector for the country both in a�aining self-sufficiency as 
well as contribu�ng to the economic growth of the 
country, there were many challenges that are being 
faced by the farming community and are unaddressed 
for ages viz, inadequate market infrastructures, poor 
post-harvest product handling facili�es or non-
availability of food processing industries resul�ng in 
immediate disposal of produce without looking at the 
market rate and profitability.

To address the difficul�es faced by farming community, 
Government of India has come up with a vision to create 
conducive atmosphere for the prosperity of farmers as 
well as na�on, in May 2020, H'ble Prime Minister 
launched the Self-reliant India (Atma Nirbhar Bharat 
Abhiyan) mission to promote Indian goods in the global 
supply chain markets and help the country achieve self-
reliance.

• Atmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyaan is the vision of new 
 India. In the year 2020, Prime Minister given a clarion 
 call to the na�on giving a kick start to the Atmanirbhar 
 Bharat Abhiyaan (Self-reliant India campaign) and 

 announced the Special economic and comprehensive 
 package of INR 20 lakh crores - equivalent to 10% of 
 India's GDP.

• The aim is to make the country and its ci�zens 
 independent and self-reliant in all senses. Five pillars 
 of Atma Nirbhar Bharat – Economy, Infrastructure, 
 System, Vibrant Demography and Demand have been 
 outlined.

• It aims towards cu�ng down import dependence by 
 focussing on subs�tu�on while improving safety 
 compliance and quality goods to gain global market 
 share.

• Along with Atma Nirbhar Bharat mission, the 
 government took several bold reforms such as Supply 
 Chain Reforms for Agriculture, Ra�onal Tax Systems, 
 Simple & Clear Laws, Capable Human Resource and 
 Strong Financial System which will help in achieving 
 self-reliance in a faster way.

• Put Sustainability at the Center of India's Trade and 
 Investment Strategy: If shaped properly, trading 
 arrangements can help support the poor and protect 
 the environment.

• Countries and trade blocs are cognisant of this fact 
 and are increasingly integra�ng sustainability and 
 human rights into their trade agreements and 
 strategies.

• Enhancing Demand: The economic package for the 
 country emerging out of the lockdown required a 
 s�mulus enhancing demand across the economy.

  The best way for this is to spend on greenfield 
  infrastructure.

  Infrastructure spending uniquely creates 
  structures that raise produc�vity and extends 
  spending power to the sec�on of the popula�on 
  most affected by the lockdown, namely daily wage 
  labourers.

• Mobilising Finances: For financing s�mulus package, 
 India's foreign reserves stand at an all-�me high 
 which could be strategically used to finance its 
 needs.

  The rest may have to come from priva�sa�on, 
  taxa�on, loans and more interna�onal aid.

• Holis�c Reforms: Any s�mulus package will fail to 

 reflect the trickle-down effect, un�l and unless it is 

 backed by reforms in various sectors.

  Thus, the Atmanirbhar plan also encompasses the 

  unfinished agenda of holis�c reforms which may 

  include reforms in Civil services, Educa�on, Skill 

  and Labour, etc.

Conclusion : 

The government's call for “Make in India” & “Vocal for 

Local” has acquired a new salience and ironically, 

achieving it requires astute global interlinkages and 

perhaps even more dense global networks for a country 

that houses a sixth of humanity.

Trusted connec�vity, diversified sources of materials and 

components and resilient financial and trading 

arrangements are no longer buzzwords but a strategic 

impera�ve requiring all of India's consensus, including 

within its business community, lawmakers and all 

stakeholders.

2. Agriculture Infrastructure Fund Scheme

The role of infrastructure is crucial for agriculture 
development and for taking the produc�on dynamics to 
the next level. It is only through the development of 
infrastructure, especially at the post-harvest stage that 
the produce can be op�mally u�lized with opportunity 
for value addi�on and fair deal for the farmers. 
Development of such infrastructure shall also address 
the vagaries of nature, the regional dispari�es, 
development of human resource and realiza�on of full 
poten�al of our limited land resource.

In view of above, the Hon'ble Finance Minister 
announced on 15.05.2020,  1  lakh crore Agri 
Infrastructure Fund for farm-gate infrastructure for 
farmers. Financing facility of ₹1,00,000 crores will be 
provided for funding Agriculture Infrastructure Projects 
at farm-gate & aggrega�on points (Primary Agricultural 
Coopera�ve Socie�es, Farmers Producer Organiza�ons, 
Agriculture entrepreneurs, Start-ups, etc.). Impetus for 
development of farm gate & aggrega�on point, 
affordable and financially viable Post Harvest 
Management infrastructure.

Accordingly, DA&FW has formulated the Central Sector 
Scheme to mobilize a medium - long term debt financing 
facility for investment in viable projects rela�ng to post 
harvest management Infrastructure and community 
farming assets through incen�ves and financial support.

Credit guarantee coverage will be available for eligible 
borrowers under Credit Guarantee Fund Trust for Micro 
and Small Enterprises (CGTMSE) scheme for loans up to ₹ 
2 crore. The fee for this coverage will be paid by the 
Government. In case of FPOs the credit guarantee may 
be availed from the facility created under FPO promo�on 
scheme of DA&FW.

All loans under this financing facility will have interest 
subven�on of 3% per annum up to a limit of ₹ 2 crore. 
This subven�on will be available for a maximum period of 
7 years. In case of loans beyond ₹ 2 crore, then interest 
subven�on will be limited up to ₹ 2 crore.

4. Ethanol Blended Petrol
The Ethanol Blending Program (EBP) is an ini�a�ve by the 
Government of India to promote the use of ethanol, a 
renewable and environment-friendly fuel, in petrol. The 
program aims to reduce the import of fuels from other 
countries, conserve foreign exchange, and increase value 
addi�on in the sugar industry. The target of 10% ethanol 
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blending set in the 'Roadmap for Ethanol Blending in 
India 2020-25' for Ethanol Supply Year (ESY) 2021-22 has 
already been achieved and Public Sector Oil Marke�ng 
Companies (OMCs) have started selling E20 (20% ethanol 
blended) petrol across the country.

Ethanol is mainly produced from a by-product of the 
sugar industry, namely molasses, but other raw materials 
like sugarcane juice, sugar, sugar syrup, and damaged 
food grains can also be used.

The Government has taken various steps to facilitate the 
procurement and supply of ethanol under the EBP, such 
as fixing remunera�ve prices, simplifying the procedure, 
waiving excise duty, and extending financial assistance.

Steps taken by the Government to Boost Ethanol

Differen�al Ethanol Pricing: The government has fixed 
different prices for ethanol derived from C heavy 
molasses, B heavy molasses, sugarcane juice / sugar / 
sugar syrup, and damaged food grains or rice.

Interest Subven�on Scheme: With a view to enhance 
the ethanol produc�on capacity in the country to achieve 
the blending targets set under EBP Programme, the 
Government has no�fied various ethanol interest 
subven�on schemes.

Tax relief: Lower taxes are levied on E10 and E20 blends 
compared to unblended petrol, making them more cost-
compe��ve for consumers. Lower excise duty and GST 
rates for ethanol compared to petrol.

Incen�ves for E20-compa�ble vehicles: Tax benefits and 
other incen�ves are being considered for manufacturers 

and buyers of vehicles compa�ble with higher ethanol 
blends.

5. PM KUSUM Scheme :
Ministry of New and Renewable Energy (MNRE) has 
launched the Pradhan Mantri Kisan Urja Suraksha eavem 
U�han Mahabhiyan (PM KUSUM) Scheme for farmers to 
facilitate the installa�on of solar pumps and grid 
connected solar and other renewable power plants 
across India.

Features of PM Kusum Solar Scheme

 Ini�ally, the Central Government planned to distribute 
 1.75 million off-grid agricultural solar pumps.
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 The barren lands of the farmers will be used to install 
 around 10000 Mega Wa�s Solar Plants.

 The state electricity distribu�on companies will 
 purchase the addi�onal electricity generated using 
 the solar power plants installed on these barren lands, 
 also called the DISCOMS.

 The DISCOMS will also be able to get subsidies to buy 
 this electricity.

 Under this scheme, the farmers will be able to get a 
 subsidy of around 60 % on solar pumps, which will be 
 directly deposited into the bank accounts of these 
 farmers using the Direct Benefit Transfer (DBT).

 The Central and State Governments will share this 
 subsidy amount, while 30% will be provided as a loan 
 to the farmers.

Benefits of the PM KUSUM Scheme

 Stable source of income to rural landowners for 25 
 years by u�lizing unused/barren land.

 Being decentralized, it will reduce transmission losses 
 for state u�li�es and DISCOMS.

 The scheme will also help DISCOMS meet renewable 
 purchase obliga�ons.

 Solar pumps will save diesel costs for irriga�on and 
 provide reliable power without adding grid load, 
 benefi�ng 17.5 lakh farmers over 4 years.

 It reduces the challenges faced by farmers in accessing 
 reliable and affordable power for agricultural 
 opera�ons.

 It aims to reduce farmers' dependence on diesel 
 pumps, promote sustainable energy prac�ces, and 
 contribute to the overall energy security of the 
 country.

6. PRADHAN MANTRI FORMALISATION OF MICRO 
 FOOD PROCESSING ENTERPRISES SCHEME (PM 
 FME Scheme) 

The unorganized food processing sector comprising 
nearly 25 lakh units contributes to 74% of employment in 
food processing sector. Nearly 66% of these units are 
located in rural areas and about 80% of them are family 
based enterprises suppor�ng livelihood in rural 
household and minimizing their migra�on to urban 
areas. These units largely fall with in the category of 
micro enterprises. These units face a number of 
challenges which limit their performance and growth. 
These challenges include lack of access to modern 
technology & equipment, training, access to ins�tu�onal 
credit, lack of basic awareness on quality control of 
products, and lack of branding & marke�ng skills, etc. 
Therefore, the unorganised food processing sector 
contributes much less in terms of value addi�on and 
output despite its huge poten�al.

One District-One Product Approach

The Scheme will adopt a One District One Product 
(ODOP) approach to reap benefit of Scale in terms of 
procurement of inputs, availing common services and 
marke�ng of products. One District One Product 
approach would provide framework for value chain 
development and alignment of support infrastructure. 

Support to Food Processing Units

Support to food processing units would be provided for 
the following:

(i)  Credit linked grant at 35% of the project cost with 
  maximum grant up to Rs 10.0 lakh to exis�ng 
  unorganised food processing units for upgrada�on;

(ii) Credit linked grant at 35% of the project cost to 
  SHGs/FPOs/coopera�ves for capital expenditure 
  with maximum limit as prescribed;

(iii) Seed capital @ Rs. 40,000/- per member to those 
  engaged in food processing as a working capital;

(iv) Credit linked grant at 35% of the project cost for 
  common infrastructure with maximum limit as 
  prescribed;

(v) Support for marke�ng & branding up to 50% of the 
  expenditure with maximum limit as prescribed.

Crea�on of Common Infrastructure

FPOs/ SHGs/ Producer Coopera�ves /State agencies or 
private enterprises would be supported for crea�on of 
common infrastructure including for common 
processing facility, incuba�on center, laboratory, 
warehouse, cold storage, etc. Eligibility of a project under 
this category would be decided based on benefit to 
farmers and industry at large, viability gap, absence of 
private investment, cri�cality to value chain, etc. Credit 
linked grant would be available @ 35% with maximum 
limit as prescribed.

Branding and Marke�ng Support

Marke�ng and branding support will be provided to 
FPOs/SHGs/Coopera�ves or an SPV of micro food 
processing enterprises under the scheme following the 
cluster approach for developing common packaging & 
branding  with  prov is ion  for  qual i ty  contro l , 
standardiza�on and adhering to food safety parameters 
for consumer retail sale.

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The vibrant cafes and restaurants in McLeodganj offered 
a deligh�ul culinary experience. We relished momos, 
thukpa, and bu�er tea at local eateries while enjoying 
conversa�ons with fellow travelers.

The Tranquility of Dharamkote
Leaving the lively ambiance of McLeodganj behind, we 
ventured further uphill to Dharamkote. This serene 
village, perched on the slopes of the Dhauladhar range, is 
a sanctuary of peace and natural beauty. Unlike its 
bustling neighbors, Dharamkote is quiet and less 
commercialized, making it an ideal retreat for those 
seeking solitude.

The village offers stunning views of the surrounding 
mountains and valleys. We spent our days hiking through 
pine forests, visi�ng the nearby Gallu Devi Temple, and 
medita�ng in the peaceful surroundings. The trek to 
Triund Hill, star�ng from Dharamkote, was a highlight of 
our trip. The trail, lined with rhododendron trees and 
offering breathtaking vistas of the Himalayas, led us to a 
camping spot with panoramic views of the Dhauladhar 
range. Watching the sunset and sunrise from Triund was 
an unforge�able experience.

In Dharamkote, we also had the opportunity to 
par�cipate in yoga and medita�on sessions.

HPCA Stadium
The Himachal Pradesh Cricket Associa�on (HPCA) 
Stadium, located in Dharamshala, Himachal Pradesh, 
India, is renowned for its picturesque se�ng. The 
stadium is at an al�tude of 1,457 meters (4,780 feet) 
above sea level, making it one of the highest sports 
grounds in the world. The backdrop of snow-capped 
peaks provides a stunning contrast to the vibrant green 
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of the playing field, crea�ng a unique and breath-taking 
experience for both players and spectators. Opened in 
2003, the HPCA Stadium has a sea�ng capacity of 
approximately  23,000.  The stadium's  des ign 
incorporates tradi�onal Tibetan architectural elements, 
reflec�ng the local culture. It features modern ameni�es, 
including a well-maintained ou�ield, prac�ce pitches, a 
pavilion, and spectator facili�es. The Dharamshala 
stadium's unique combina�on of high al�tude, stunning 
scenery, and modern infrastructure has made it a 
favourite among cricket enthusiasts and a notable venue 
in the interna�onal cricket circuit.

Tea Gardens of Kangra Valley
The tea gardens of Dharamshala, Himachal Pradesh, are 
a lesser-known but cap�va�ng aspect of this region, 
known primarily for its natural beauty and cultural 
richness. Dharamshala, situated in the Kangra Valley, is 
home to some of the oldest tea planta�ons in India, 
da�ng back to the mid-19th century when tea cul�va�on 
was introduced by Bri�sh colonizers. Kangra tea, 
produced in these gardens, is renowned for its unique 
flavour, a�ributed to the region's dis�nct clima�c 
condi�ons and soil proper�es. The tea gardens stretch 
across rolling hills, with neatly lined tea bushes crea�ng a 
lush, green landscape that contrasts beau�fully with the 
surrounding snow-capped mountains.

We also par�cipated in a cooking class where we learned 
to prepare local dishes such as siddu (a type of stuffed 
bread), chana madra (a chickpea curry), and babru (a 
sweet delicacy). The experience was not only 
educa�onal but also delicious, allowing us to savor the 
unique flavors of Himachali cuisine.

Our journey through Dharamshala, McLeodganj, 
Dharamkote and Naddi was a blend of cultural 
immersion, spiritual awakening, and nature explora�on.

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Agricultural sector is one of the vital sectors of Indian economy providing employment to about 42.3% of the 
popula�on and contribu�ng to 18.2% of the country's GDP at current prices (as per Economic Survey 2023-24). The 
sector had recorded an average growth of 4.4% from FY 2020-21 to FY 2022-23, suppor�ng the growth of the 
economy from the supply side as well as adding to aggregate demand by enhancing the rural income.

However, the agricultural growth declined to 1.4% y-o-y in 
FY 2023-24 due to drop in food grain produc�on amid 
delayed and poor monsoon caused by El Nino. This 
highlights the sensi�vity of the agricultural sector to 
adverse climate condi�ons, calling for strategic policy 
measures to develop an ecosystem for climate-resilient 
agricultural prac�ces, such as improved irriga�on 
techniques, bio-for�fied seed varie�es and be�er soil 
management.

Execu�ve Summary

  There is poten�al for growth of KCC credit in Eastern and North- Eastern states, which cons�tute only of 
  5% and 6% of total KCC issuances in FY 2023-24.
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Econ speak

Considering this background and the cri�cal posi�on of the Agricultural Sector in having mul�ple linkage effects 
across the different sectors of the economy, the Finance Minister had presented “Produc�vity and resilience in 
Agriculture” as the first priority among the nine priori�es to be focused on by the Government towards a 'Viksit 
Bharat' in the Union Budget 2024-25 announced on 23rd July 2024. The Government has earmarked an enhanced 
budgetary alloca�on of ₹1.52 lakh crore for agriculture and allied sector for FY 2024-25 as compared to ₹1.41 lakh 
crore for FY 2023-24 as per revised es�mates.

Trend of Ins�tu�onal Credit to Agriculture

The trend of ins�tu�onal credit flow to Agriculture & Allied ac�vi�es is led by Scheduled Commercial Banks (SCBs) 
with 81.6% share as on FY 2022-23 followed by Regional Rural Banks (RRBs) with 9.9% and Coopera�ves with 
8.5% share. Agricultural credit by SCBs has increased from ₹13.45 lakh crore in FY 2020-21 to ₹20.71 lakh crore in 
FY 2023-24 with an average growth of 15% over the period and Canara Bank (CB) has recorded an average growth of 
18% over the same period. The Kisan Credit Card (KCC) scheme has played a pivotal role in providing �mely and hassle-
free credit to farmers, with over 7.4 crore opera�ve KCC accounts at the end of 2023.

This highlights the significant role of Banking system to support the growth and development of the agricultural sector 
in India. Some of the key areas for Banking sector is highlighted below; 

KCC: Empowering the Backbone of India: Kisan Credit Card (KCC) is a crucial tool for empowering farmers in India by 
providing them with much-needed financial support and interest subven�on, which significantly reduces their 
financial burden, promotes �mely access to credit and supports agricultural ac�vi�es- thereby contribu�ng to the 
growth of the farming sector. Total outstanding amount of KCC in FY 2023-24 is ₹ 9,81,764 crores with Y-o-Y growth of 
10.82% over FY 2022-23.
 
According data submi�ed to Rajya Sabha, U�ar Pradesh, Kerala, Tamil Nadu, Karnataka, Telangana and Andhra 
Pradesh are the states having highest number of KCC accounts opened in FY 2023-24, cons�tu�ng about 60% of total 
KCC issuances, as per provisional es�mates. Whereas the states in the eastern and north-eastern region cons�tute 
only of 5% and 6% of total KCC issuances in FY 2023-24. This indicates that there is huge poten�al for growth of KCC 
credit in Eastern and North- Eastern states, which will help to augment hassle free credit to agriculture in these areas. 

Suppor�ng hand for building Agri infrastructure: The role of infrastructure is crucial for development of agricultural 
sector and increasing produc�vity of agricultural output. Considering this, the Government has announced ₹ 1 lakh 
crore Agri Infrastructure Fund (AIF) for farm-gate infrastructure for farmers, which refers to the physical structures 
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Econ speak

and facili�es located at the point of produc�on, where farmers produce and harvest their crops or raise live stocks. 
The key objec�ve of the scheme is to mobilize a medium to long term debt financing facility for investment in viable 
projects for post-harvest management Infrastructure and community farming assets through incen�ves and financial 
support in order to improve agriculture infrastructure in the country.
 
Mentoring the Next Genera�on of Innovators: The Government of India is commi�ed to promote Agri-startups by 
providing financial and technical support to agri-startups in agriculture and allied sectors. Agri-startups introduce 
innova�ve solu�ons and technologies to the agricultural sector and create opportuni�es for Banks to lend to a wider 
range of customers. More than 1708 agri startups are registered under “Innova�on and Agri-Entrepreneurship 
Development” under Rashtriya Krishi Vikas Yojana (RKVY), showing a huge scope for financing the startups and 
expanding the agriculture credit.

Fund the Future of Farming: Banks are key partners in modernizing agriculture, offering farmers crucial access to 
credit for adop�ng advanced technologies like agri-mechaniza�on and even government-promoted innova�ons like 
Kisan drones. This financial support not only boosts farm produc�vity but also opens doors for greater credit growth in 
the sector.

Agriculture Banking: A way to improve CASA: Many farmers and agri-businesses are s�ll underbanked or unbanked, 
presen�ng a huge opportunity for Banks to expand their CASA base by offering tailored financial products and 
services. Various government schemes promote financial inclusion and support agriculture ac�vi�es like PM Kisan. 
Under the scheme, a financial benefit of ₹6,000/- per year is transferred in three equal instalments, into the Aadhaar 
seeded bank accounts of farmers through Direct Benefit Transfer (DBT) mode. Government of India has disbursed 
over ₹ 3.24 lakh Cr to more than 11 Cr farmers in 17 installments since incep�on under PM Kisan which opens up a 
space for Banks to drive CASA growth.

Conclusion
The Indian agricultural sector is on the cusp of a transforma�ve era supported by various Government schemes for 
agricultural sector including subsidies for technology adop�on, support for infrastructure development and 
investments in research and developments. This has expanded the credit growth opportuni�es for financing 
agricultural technology startups, suppor�ng farmers in adop�ng advanced machinery, inves�ng in infrastructure 
projects such as cold storage, irriga�on systems, bio-fer�lizers and natural farming etc. 

Going forward, as policies con�nue to evolve with Government's vision for a 'Viksit Bharat', there will be increasing 
opportuni�es for Banks to engage in partnerships and funding ini�a�ves that align with the Government's vision of a 
modernized agricultural landscape.

Exploring Goa's 
Agricultural Heritage

Goa - the very u�erance of which gets associated with 
thoughts of some of the most beau�ful pris�ne 
beaches, bright colored huts, and the melodious beats 
of the Konkani tunes. But beyond the beaches, there is 
more to Goa - a veritable treasury of agriculturists who 
have been managing the land of this state for ages. 
Now, today marks the beginning of my explora�on of 
this o�eat facet of Goa with par�cular emphasis 
upon the agricultural wealth of the place, the spicy 
gardens and especially the cashew trees. But as we 
meander through these fields of green, we will also be 
privy to the dynamics involved in the applica�on of 
agricultural banking which is cri�cally necessary to 
feed and grow out this methodology.

A Morning Among the Spices
The place of my journey starts at an idyllic one, located 
in historic town of Ponda which is considered to be 
cultural and agro business hub of Goa. As I get into the 
planta�on, what immediately hits me is the smell of 
cardamom, cinnamon, cloves; the smell similar to the 
aroma of Goan tea.

Looking at the na�ve people for the first �me, the 
planta�on owner, Mr. Desai greets me warmly. 'You 
are going to love this,' he proclaims, guiding me along 
a very thin trail that runs in between the planta�on. “It 
has been passed down for genera�ons and we are 
proud to have been given a few saplings by my great-
grandfather and now, look at the result You are 
standing in a spice storehouse.”

As we are strolling round, Mr. Desai described the 
peculiari�es of spice cul�va�ng. 'It's not your ordinary 
plan�ng and watering business' 'You know, each spice 
has its character' 'Cinnamon needs a lot of sun and 
pepper loves the shade; Then there is the vola�le 

nutmeg who behaves more like the Goan monsoon'.

He can make light of the mee�ngs most effec�vely and 
even though I am watching a video, I end up amused 
while listening to him portray the 'daily soap' of 
cul�va�ng spices. But amid all the chuckles that 
accompany the man's words, it is impossible to ignore 
the passion with which he speaks - he is a man of the 
soil through and through.

Banking on Spices: A Partnership Rooted in Trust

I am lying down under the shade of a large coconut 
tree and watching Mr. Desai unfold yet an other story – 
this �me – it is about the rela�on between him and a 
local bank. 'It's not always fields of gold, you know.' He 
shook his head sadly' 'There are years when the 
monsoons don't come, or when the pests a�ack.' 
That's when I seek help from my friends at the bank  
for the agricultural loans and the financial services 
which is the core of my business. “Recalling the day I 
applied for credit in order to develop my planta�on, I 
felt nervous because, farming was rather uncertain, 
but the manager of the bank did not focus on the 
amount of money in my account; he no�ced my desire 
and commitment.

They have been able to support Mr. Desai in the 
improvement of the planta�on where he has adopted 
use of drip irriga�on system as well as going organic. 
Thus the promise of the bank has been like the 
monsoon – the resource that supports plant growth 
season a�er season.

The Cashew Craze: Goa's Golden Nut
Having toured around the spice planta�on, I move to 
the northern part of Goa and the view is breathtaking. 
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It is covered by cashew planta�ons as far as the eye can 
see. The cashew nut – Goa's golden nut is as inherent 
to Goan iden�ty as the beaches and feni – country 
brew dis�lled from cashew apple juice.

I stepped into a large cashew farm where I was 
welcomed by Mr. Fernandes a second genera�on 
cashew farmer with a firm hand shake & lots of humor. 
“Welcome to the land of cashew,” he says. “Here the 
nuts are gold, and the feni is as common as water. ”

Thus, we tour the area of the cashew planta�on, tree 
trunks and branches bowed under the weight of 
cashew apples turning yellow-red in the middle, the 
sign of their ripening. Some of them will be cut down at 
the end of the adapta�on, but “These trees are like 
family to us,” Mr. Fernandes says. My father planted 
them when i was a kid and today they are the source of 
our income.

He plucks a cashew apple from a branch that is well 
within his reach and offers me one saying 'Here have a 
try'. I took a bite and the taste overwhelms my buds 
with a taste that is purely Goan, the taste of cashew 
apple.

He was explaining the rather cumbersome process of 
cashew harves�ng and processing. “It is not merely 
shelling – one has to detach every individual cashew 
from the outer layer, dry it, roast it, then shell it – it is a 
lot of effort but the reward is seeing that end product – 
a glistening yellow cashew appreciated across the 
globe.” said Mr. Fernandes

Financing the Cashew Revolu�on
Fernandes carried on discussing the difficul�es of 
cashew farming as we kept walking in the area. 
“Cashew is a very delicate crop. The trees may grow 
well and stand tall in the face of adversity but it takes 
several years before a tree bears fruits, and right 
through the process of produc�on for cashew nuts, 
you have to be prepared to have quick and sharp 
reflexes to ward off pests, the vagaries of the weather, 
price and market swings, and all sorts.”

As with spice farming, it can therefore be pointed out 
that cashew farming also comes with its own set of 

risks. But Mr. Fernandes has a secret weapon — His 
affilia�on with the bank. “The bank has always been a 
true party to this process, when we wanted to start 
making feni, they financed a small dis�llery for us and 
when we decided to export cashew nuts, they 
explained to us how it could be done.

He stands by the bank's contribu�on in his success: 
They do not only loan him money but also have helped 
him plan and manage the risks involved. “They realize 
that farming is all about the long haul.” You don't get 
handouts; you get support to build your farm, and your 
future.”

The Sweet Side of Goa: Sugarcane Fields and More
I am headed on my next des�na�on situated at the 
South Goan belt of sugarcane planta�ons. From here 
the scene shi�s from Ponda which was famous for the 
aroma�c spices and the cashew regions of the north to 
kilometers of swaying sugarcane fields.

In one of these fields I find Ms. Naik, a dynamic woman 
of the family-owned sugarcane farm. “You could not 
have come at a be�er �me,” She says with a feeling of 
joy. “It is s�ll loaded with fruits and we are set to begin 
the harvest soon, and we all know that harvest is going 
to be a Sweet affair”.

She takes me round the fields to show me how the 
sugarcane is farmed and pulled out. Sugarcane, she 
says, requires a lot of water and she points at the web 
of water channels. “But it is also a boun�ful one – each 
stalk is packed with sweet juice that we ferment into 
jaggery, sugar, in fact even rum at some places.
Ms. Naik's farm is always replete with many workers 
who are cu�ng the tall stalks of the plant, tying them 
into bundles, and unloading them on bullock carts. “It 
is a community ini�a�ve she stressed.” 'The idea is that 
everyone has a func�on and everyone enjoys the 
boun�ful yield. '

Banking the Sweet Success
While the harvest is being closely observed, it is 
possible to meet Ms. Naik who has a lot to tell about 
agricultural banking. “You know well that running a 
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sugarcane farm is not cheap,” she says. “You've got to 
pump water, pay the workers, buy tractors, the 
expenses are moun�ng rather fast, and that is when 
the bank intervenes.”

This is how she was able to take a loan in order to 
improve the irriga�on systems on her farm – an 
exercise that saw her produce increase. “The bank 
knew that for a farm to double its produc�vity and 
increase income it requires more than labour, it 
requires capital. They gave us the capital and we gave 
them the labour and together we have made this farm 
more produc�ve and profitable. ”

Goa's Green Future: The Role of Agricultural Banking
As my journey through Goa's agricultural heritage 
comes to an end, one thing is clear: it is easily seen that 
the state's farmers are as hardworking and innova�ve 
as the soil of their fields. From the spice gardens, 
cashew planta�ons and the sugarcane planta�ons one 
can get to witness the beau�ful rela�onship that Goa 
has with its agriculture.

However, the above-men�oned rela�onship is now 
further reinforced by agricultural banking. Indeed, 
when mee�ng farmers in every farm I visited, they 
referred more to their connec�ons with banks as 

partnerships. The following banks consider farming as 
a means of livelihood, as well as an ac�vity that entails 
a person's/her family resources.

Whether it is giving funds for expansion of farming 
business, giving advice or assis�ng farmers to manage 
through the details of the farm industry, banks are 
fundamental to keep Goa's farming industry alive. 
They are, in effect, invisible workers of the fields. They 
are always behind the farmers in sowing, growing and 
reaping the crops that sustain a na�on.

This is the kind of insight I get, as I leave Goa behind 
with its wonderful scenes, tasty meals, rich and 
hardworking farmers and the pa�ent bankers. For 
farmers who year in and year out, toil in their farms 
wai�ng for their yield, it is a source of comfort to know 
that some bonds are loyal and even stronger as that of 
the farmer and the bank.

The next �me you're crunching on a cashew, guzzling 
down some feni or sprinkling cinnamon on your desert 
please remember this: How they got there – from the 
fields of Goa, through the farmers' hands and with 
assistance from friends at the bank.

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“Goa?”. “Why Not!”. A�er a �ring 4 days official event 
in Srinagar, when Saheb and I returned to Bangalore 
taking 9 hours long flight, we were finding a place to 
hide our souls for next few hours or say days.

A�er two 
failed a�empts to book the room by paying through 
UPI, we used Visa card to finally make the payment and 
book our wonderful stay. It was hardly two hours since 
we stepped in our flat and again, we were ready to roll 
the wheels to what people call heaven. We were ready 
to depart at midnight when I opened my naviga�on 
app and marked the hotel as des�na�on, only to find 
that it was 2 days 1 hour away. Yes, we booked a resort 
in Kraabi Islands, Thailand, some 2700 km from 
Bangalore. Nothing but our �red eyes and drowning 
senses were to be blamed for this blunder. The 
cancella�on would also not be eligible for any 
reimbursement as the cancella�on period was upto 48 
hours. Anyway, we considered it to be a good omen to 
start the journey and departed sharp at 0100 hours.

It is well understood by all the human beings, that 
whenever you are imagining your excitement to rise 
therea�er, you already had hit that point of highest 
ecstasy. So, within an hour of super exci�ng start, two 
soldiers had started snoring their way out. With Saheb 
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and Pakya dozing off, it was �me for me to keep my 
safe awake while driving so I could keep all three of us 
alive. That is when I switched from Ra�aar to Rafi. Next 
4 hours were nothing but an inexplicable bliss. Rafi 
Saab's melodious voice, 6 lane clear road and no other 
thought in mind. When my quota of driving was over, I 
pulled over the car at a highway for the morning 
chores and woke up Pakya to take over driving 
thereon.  A�er half an hour of me describing of how 
peaceful the drive was, we started again. This �me 
Pakya at steering wheel, Saheb s�ll sleeping on back 
seat and myself on the co-driver seat. There is a 
universal rule that you shouldn't sleep when at co 
driver seat as the sleep would also be induced to the 
driver. However, it was not applicable for the whole 
night when I drove and Pakya slept on the co-driver 
seat.

Anyway, I tried hard being awake so that Pakya could 
keep us alive. We were close to cross Karnataka border 
when I saw the last milestone before I dozed off and to 
my pleasure, I had already reached Goa watching 
beau�ful sunset from a cliff holding breath when a 
flock of flamingos just flew past me. The sound of 
waves hi�ng the rocks on the shore and humid yet 
cold breeze sent a sensa�on down my sweaty neck. I 
was just thinking of ge�ng up  and clicking a pic as a 
memoir with the surreal background.

As soon I got up to pose, my foot slipped and I woke up 
with a mini heart a�ack only to find that it was a 
dream. But what I saw a�er gathering my senses had 
sent current through my spine. I saw thick layer of fog 
in front of me. Nothing was visible even from the rear-
view mirror not even the bonnet of car. My half-
conscious mind said that I had died falling from the cliff 
when my foot slipped and it was not a dream. I had 
died and reached heaven where the foggy path would 
take me to the fairies. I could not believe that I had 
slept alive and woke up dead. I was thinking of my 
parents, my li�le daughter and of course my wife and I 
was very disappointed that I could not do enough for 
them before I died.

On my way back I saw from the window young boys 
coming to Goa with lots of energy and delight. I was 
happy to see them enjoy.

It was 
des�ned to see Goa as a grown-up man and know your 
sanc�ty limits. It was des�ned to drive all night alone 
with Rafi Sahab's songs. It was des�ned for me to see 
the calm and peaceful side of Goa and not the crowded 
party prone lanes. It was des�ned to feel alive more 
than once in 4 days. This was my story of my encounter 
with Goa.

 2 medium-sized onions, chopped
 2 medium-sized tomatoes, chopped
 2-3 green chilies
 2 tablespoons coconut oil
 Curry paste *
 1 cup coconut milk
 Fresh coriander, for garnish

INSTRUCTIONS:    
1.  Soak dried red chilies in water for 30 minutes. 
 Drain and grind with remaining curry paste 
 ingredients.
2.  Heat oil in a pan and sauté onions un�l golden.
3.  Add tomatoes and green chilies. Cook un�l 
 tomatoes so�en.
4.  Add fish pieces and cook for 2-3 minutes.
5.  Add curry paste, coconut milk, and salt. Mix 
 well.
6.  Simmer for 10-15 minutes or un�l fish is 
 cooked.
7.  Garnish with coriander and serve with rice or 
 ro�.

VARIATIONS:
- Use different types of fish or seafood like shrimps.
- Add potatoes or vegetables for added flavour.

Keefe's writing is investigative and immensely rich with detail, giving the reader a 
clear picture of greed, power, and the devastating impact of corporate 
irresponsibility. The book is true crime but gives the reader a feel of reading a fiction 
crime novel. As “The Times” had noted, 'You feel almost guilty for enjoying it so 
much.’

Ultimately, Empire of Pain is not just a story about a powerful family. It is a broader 
indictment of corporate greed, grandeur, and manipulation. It is must-read and truly 
engaging one for anyone interested in understanding the opioid epidemic.
